Summary

Strelkova A. Yu. The problem of the body as a source
of suffering according to the texts of Early Buddhism
and Mahayana. — Article.

This article focuses on the ontological dimension of
the concept of suffering-duhkha specific for Buddhism.
According to the Buddhist teaching about dharmas which
are ontological substratum of all being, the world of
suffering (samsara) is formed by so called “conditioned”
dharmas which unlike the “unconditioned” dharmas
(forming the sphere of nirvana) do not have their own
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independent existence. Thus, the most fundamental
characteristic of suffering in Buddhism is conditionality
inherent to all things of the world of samsara. It is
argued that in the definition of the first noble truth
of Buddhism - the truth about suffering— is meant
the conditioned nature of the five skandhas and not
our grasping at them. Respectively, the philosophical
approach to the solution of the problem of suffering
and liberation of it is based on the attitude towards the
conditioned being, to which belongs the human body as
well. Citing the original sources the article demonstrates
that the texts of the Early Buddhism (Sitra on Turning
the Wheel of the Dharma, Smaller Sitra on Emptiness,
abhidharmic compendium Mahadvibhasa, sttras of the
Sarvastivada Madhyamdagama and Dirghagama) and
the texts of the Mahayana Buddhism (Nagarjuna’s Root
Verses on the Middle Way, Zong-mi’s Commentary to the
Huayan Treatise on Contemplating the Dharmadhatu,
Treasury of the True Dharma Eye by the Zen master

D gen) are treating in different ways the answer to the
question whether it is possible to become free of suffering,
that is to attain nirvana, without refuting the things of
the common world and human body, first of all. In spite
of the fact that we can find examples of positive attitude
towards the body in the sources of Early Buddhism and
many impressive samples of negative attitude towards the
body in the Mahayana texts, the former lean towards the
view about the incompatibility of the complete liberation
with any forms of the phenomenal being (samsara) and,
particularly, the existence of the body, while the latter,
developing the principles of the Mahayana teaching of
nonduality are insisting on the inseparable unity of the
absolute and relative dimensions of the being (samsara and
nirvana) and nonduality of spirit and body (the formula
of Dogen shinjin-ichinyo) and hence the possibility of
attaining the full liberation already in this life.
