The article deals with the historical and philosophical anal-
ysis of the main views of the outstanding American thinker of
the 18th century — Jonathan Edwards. The texts of the sermons
and letters of the philosopher are examined. The main aspects
of the metaphysical doctrine dedicated to the problems of de-

terminism, idealism, the existence of God and the process of
creating World and its ultimate goal are revealed. The ideas of
theory of values, ethical and aesthetic views are explored. The
role of the heart and mind in the theory of cognition is analyzed.
The features of the Arminian doctrine of free will are revealed,
Providentialism and the will of the almighty God are studied as
central concepts of the Puritan worldview. The article explores
the influence of European philosophy on the formation of the
history of American philosophical thought, traces the influence
of British empiricism, physics and logic on the religious Puri-
tan worldview, as well as its links with the American Enlight-
enment.
