Summary

Sobolievskyi Ya. A. Problem of freedom and necessity in
philosophical views of Benjamin Franklin. — Article.

The article deals with the historical and philosophical analy-
sis of the main philosophical views of the outstanding American
thinker of the 18th century — Benjamin Franklin. Philosophical
texts and letters are studied. The views of the philosopher on
the problem of freedom and necessity are revealed; the religious
views of the philosopher are specified. Reflecting on God and
his attributes, such as «all-wise», «all-good», «all powerful»,
B. Franklin concludes that there is a necessity in the mecha-
nistic Universe that is contrary to the free will of man and the
possibility of the existence of evil. There is no substance of evil.
B. Franklin calls God the First Mover, arguing that if He is in-
finitely wise and kind, whatever He does (or that He allows to be
made) must be infinitely wise and good. The deistic views of the
philosopher on the problem of the universe and God are revealed.
The philosopher asserts that Necessity rules in the world, Free-
dom is a problematic concept and Religion requires rethinking.
